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MY IMPRESSIONS ON THE MONGOLIAN CHILDREN

I have been working in Mongolia-India Joint School for 4 years as an English teacher the
Indian government deputed 3 Indian teachers (Ms Chitra Hunt, Mr. R.S. Nathan and Dr. Reddy)
for English and Mr. M. Srinivasan for Mathematics to teach the students of the Mongolia [ndia
Joint School from September 2003 to date. Mr. Biswal, from Education Consultancy [ndia Ltd.,
is the Computer teacher. We are a team of 4 teachers from our parent organization, the Kendriya
Vidyalaya Sangathan which has its Headquarters at New Delhi, India. Our primary goal is to
make the Mongelian students proficient in English, Mathematics and Computer Technology.

Grades 8 to 11 have been divided into two groups for English (Elementary and Advanced).
This facilitates teachers to give individual attention to students. The students are proficient in
Grammar but lack fluency in communicating in English. Constant practice and encouragement by
the teachers is needed for the students to be proficient in speaking. The students have improved
considerably in their listening, speaking, reading and writing skills in English. They have grasped
the semantics of the language but need to relate to daily activities in English. By organizing
“Open Day” English Olympiads, English fortnight and other competitions, the school has
encouraged and given opportunities to all students to participate and use the English language
with fewer inhibitions. The students have learnt terminologies of Mathematics in English and
are now able to understand and solve problems in English. Students are learning new trends in
Computer technology.

The interaction and cooperation between Mongolians students and [ndian teachers have
been growing steadily and now a good rapport has been created. This enhances the teaching
process, making it more effective and productive. Thesc four years have been the most fulfilling
and challenging of our careers. [.essons, using the interactive approach; and visual and audio
aids generate interest in the language classes. The students are receptive and actively participate
in classroom activities. The cooperation and friendly attitude of the school administration have
encouraged us to work efficiently. The Mongolian students have a keen sense of creativity and
skill mn creating innovative, beautifully designed charts. They work well in groups and teams
because they have a competitive spirit which encourages each student to give his best to reach
the desired goals. The cultural exchanges between India and Mongolia have been fostered by
students” enthusiastic participation in cultural events organized by the school and inter school
competitions. This has created an awareness and appreciation of the cultural differences between
the two countries. Several students, who go to University from our school are now interested in
continuing their Higher studies in India which offers a wider range of subjects and opportunities
to Mongolian students.

We are truly grateful to the Indian Government for deputing us as teachers to Mongolia-
India Joint School. We have learnt new methodology and activity- oriented projects to create a
communicative approach in classroom teaching which is beneficial in teaching a language to
foreign students who do not think in that language. This enables students to be less self- conscious
and introverted. We have developed close links to Mongolia and its people in this span of 4
years and will cherish these years as the most fulfilling, challenging and productive ones of our
teaching careers.
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
