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INDIA-MONGOLIA RELATIONS

India and Mongolia are two ancient civilisations of Asia. Though geographically far apart,
the two countries have had civilisational links spanning over a period of 2700 years. These links
are fascinating, intense and inseparable; transcending all human activities from language, literature,
religion, medicine. and folklore to culture and traditions. Mongolian Tanjur and Kanjur are testimony
to these rich civilisational exchanges. Given such a rich legacy of interaction, assimilation and
exchanges by our ancestors, it is but natural that the two countries have established very close and
friendly relations in modern times.

Around the time of India’s independence, a Mongolian delegation went to New Delhi to
attend the 1 Asian Relations Conference held in March 1947 at the initiative of Pt. Jawaharlal
Nehru. Since then the leadership of the two countries have been in constant contact with each
other. This led to establishment of diplomatic relations between our two countries on December
24, 1955. India was the first country outside the then Socialist block to establish full diplomatic
ties with Mongolia.

Given our close ties, India strongly advocated Mongolia’s case for UN membership. At
the 10" UN General Assembly, the Indian Permanent Representative Mr. Krishna Menon said,
“Mongolia was founded neither yesterday nor today, but has been existing as an independent State
over many centuries. Hence, similarly like any other country, the Mongolian Peoples Republic
has full rights to become a member of United Nations Organization”. Pandit Nehru in his address
to the 15" UNGA, making a very convincing and strong case for Mongolia’s admission to the
United Nations. said. “If they received so many countries in the United Nations then why should
Mongolia stay outside it? What had she done wrong? What kind of error did she commit with
the Charter? The people of Mongolia are tranquil and her peace-loving toilers are firmly striving
for progress. and it seems absolutely wrong. from the principle point of view, not to allow her
to the great organization™,

Soon after establishment of diplomatic relations, eminent Indian philosopher and politician,
the then Vice President of India, Dr. S. Radhakrishnan paid a historic visit to Mongolia in 1957,
which laid down the foundation of regular exchange of high level visits between our two countries.
Since then three Vice President’s of India Dr. Shankar Dayal Sharma (April 1992), KR Narayanan
(Sept. 1996) and Krishan Kant (August 1999) have visited Mongolia. President of India R.
Venkataraman paid a State Visit to Mongolia in July 1988. From Mongolian side, Prime Minister
Tsendenbal (1973), Chairman of the Presidium Bathmunkh (March 1989), President P.Ochirbaat
(February 1994), President N. Bagabandi (January 2001), and Prime Minister N. Enkhbayar
{January 2004) visited India.

These regular high-level exchanges have played a significant role in promoting bilateral
cooperation between our two countries in modern times. Qur bilateral relations have been
considerably strengthened in recent times. State Visits of President N. Bagabandi in Januvary
2001 and Prime Minister N. Enkhbayar in January 2004 have provided a new impetus to our
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ties. Since the visit of HE N. Enkhbayar our bilateral relations have been elevated to the level
of partnership encompassing all possible areas of cooperation. Several new initiatives have been
taken since then to enrich our bilateral ties.

Exchanges between the two parliaments have also been very intense. From Indian side
Speakers of Lok Sabha Dr. G.S. Dhillon (July 1974), Dr. Balram Jhakhar (Oct. 1985), Shiv Raj
Patil (July 1995), P.A. Sangma (Oct. 1997) and G.M.C. Balayogi (July 2001} and the Deputy
Chairperson of the Rajya Sabha Najma Heptullah led parliamentary delegations to Mongolia. From
the Mongolian side Yu. Tsedenbal {1959& 1973), T. Batmunkh (1989), N. Bagabandi (1995), P.
Gonchigdorj (1998) and S. Tumor Ochir (2003) led Mongolian parliamentary delegations to India.
The two parliaments have close cooperation and have also signed a protocol to this effect.

Over the years, the two countries have signed 35 agreements on bilateral cooperation, which
provide a comprehensive legal framework for cooperation in all areas of human activities. Some
of the important agreements are. Treaty on Friendly Relations and Cooperation, Agreement on
Trade and Economic Relations, Agreement on Avoidance of Double Taxation, Agreement on
Defence Cooperation, Agreement on Cooperation in Agriculture, Extradition Treaty, Agreement
on Mutual Waiver of Visa Requirements for Holders of Diplomatic and Official Passport, MOU
on the Establishment of India-Mongolia Friendship Agropark for Research and Demonstration in
Darkhan-Uul Aimag, MOU for Establishment of a Chair on Sanskrit and Buddhist Studies at the
National University of Mongolia, Agreement to digitalize the Buddhist Manuscripts at the National
Library of Mongolia, etc.

These high level exchanges have been duly supplemented by ministerial level visits and
regular official exchanges. A complete list of the bilateral agreements signed is enclosed. In
addition 1o the bilateral visits, the leaders of the two countries have also been meeting regularly
on the sidelines of major international and regional conferences and gatherings. The two countries
have a long tradition of closely coordinating their positions at international and regional fora.
India greatly appreciates Mongolia’s support to India’s permanent membership for an expanded
UN Security Council.

To symbolize the friendship between our two countries, a street in New Delhi, India was
named as “Ulaanbaatar Street” and a street in Ulaanbaatar was named as “Mahatma Gandhi
Street”. The Statue of Mahatma Gandhi (Father of the Indian Nation) was unveiled on this
street in July 2006, India and Mongolia have jointly issued commemorative postage stamps in
September 2006.

India on its part has extended modest development assistance to Mongolia over the years.
Brief details of India’s development assistance are as follows:

(i) Scholarships: Over the years India has been extending scholarships to Mongolian
students to pursue their higher education in Indian Institutions. Presently we award 40 scholarships
{30 on permanent basis and 10 on the basis of availability] every vear to Mongolian students.
These scholarships are considerably popular among the student community in Mongolia. It
gives me great pleasure to announce that several Indian educated Mongolians today occupy high
positions in Mongolian Government as also in the private sector.

(ii) Training Programmes: Inaddition to the scholarship scheme, under India’s Technical
and Economic Cooperation Programme (ITEC), 50 training slots are being allocated every year
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for Mongolian nationals for training in variety of fields. such as agriculture, small scale industry,
information technology. banking, management. rural development. and so on. Thesc training
programmes have considerably helped Mongolia in development of its human resources.

(iii) Education: Under an Agreement signed between the two Governments, the
Government of India had set up the Indo-Mongolia Joint Higher Secondary School in Ulaanbaatar
in September 2003. Presently 5-Indian teachers are based in this School and they arc tcaching
English. IT and Mathematics. [ndia has also offered its asststance to Mongolia in updating and
modernization ol its School curricula and in introduction of e-education.,

{(iv) Vocational Training: [n 1996, under India’s Technical and Economic Cooperation
Programme (ITEC). Rajiv Gandhi School of Art and Production (Rajiv Gandhi Vocational Training
Center ) with cight faculties was sct up in Ulaanbaatar. These faculties are: Machine Shop:
Auto Mechanics; Plumbing: Electrical Work: Radio & TV repairing; Computer Programming;
Gemstone Cutting and Polishing and Printing. A total of about 450-students receive their
vocational training in these faculties at the Centre every ycar. There is a proposal (0 add some
new faculties to this Centre.

(v) Economic Assistance: A mini cement plant has been set up in Khovd province under
a soft loan extended by India. During the visit of Prime Minister N. Enkhbayar to India, the
Government of India had extended another sofl loan of US$10 million to enable the Mongolian
authorilies to import goods, services and projects from India. Presently talks are underway to
enhance this soft loan to US$20 million.

(vi) Information Technology: InIT sector, with a grant of US$1 million, the Government of
India had sct up the Atal Bibari Vajpayee Centre for Excellence in Information and Communication
Technologpy in October 2002, The Centre is equipped with sophisticated computer labs and the
only Video Conferencing facility in Mongolia. As part of this Centre. the Government of India
had also sct up five Community [nformation Centres (CICs) in 5-Aimag capitals in Mongolia in
2002 at Gobi-Altai. Omnogobi. Arkhangai, Khentii and Selenge Provinces. During the visit of
Prime Minister N, Enkhbyar to India in January 2004, it was agreed to further expand this Centre
and in that connection five more Community {nformation Centres were set up at Khovsgol: (b)
Bulgan: (¢) Kharkhorin; (d) Dornod: & (c) Sukhbaatar Provinees.

As of now |6 Aimags capitals |State capitals| are connected (o the Video Conferencing
tfacility in Ulaanbaatar. The Government of Mongolia has already introduced limited distance
education programme using this facility.

(vii) Digitalization: Mongolia is home to several precious manuscripts, which are a
cultural and literary heritage ot mankind. The two governments have decided Lo digitalize these
precious manuscripts so that they could be preserved for eternity and could be made available to
the mankind. An Agreement between the [ndian Council for Cultural Relations (ICCR) and the
National Library of Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia was signed on 9" June, 2006 to digitize the Buddhist
Manuscripts. The Digitalization project for Mongolian Kanjur and Tanjur started in September,
2006 and is on way to completion.

(viit) Setting up of a Chair on Sanskrit and Buddhist Studies at the National University
of Mongolia: A Chair on Sanskrit and Buddhist Studies at the National University of Mongalia,
Ulaanbaatar was established as per the agreement between the Government of India and the
Ministry of Fducation, Science & Culture of Mongolia in April. 2006 and since then the Chair
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on study of Sanskrit and Buddhist philosophy has been functioning successfully at the National
University of Mongolia. One Professor of Sanskrit taught for one semester in 2006 at National
University of Mongolia and another will be coming to teach Sanskrit in 2" semester in 2007.

(ix) Tele-Education & Tele-Medicine Project: During the official visit of former Foreign
Affairs Minister of Mongolia Ts. Munh-Orgil to India in December 2005, the Government
of India had announced Tele-education and Tele-medicine project for Mongolia. Under this
project, Mongolian educational institutions would be connected to Indian educational institutions
through a dedicated satellite. Similarly, one or two Mongolian hospitals will be connected to
Indian medical institutions. These facilities will enable Mongolia to have direct access to quality
education and medical services through use of modern technology,

(x) Agriculture: In 1998, under the agreement for cooperation in agriculture Indo-
Mongolian Friendship Farm was set up near Darkhan. Since then some research work has also
been under taken in the agricultural research lab in Darkhan for developing appropriate varieties
of wheat and potato seeds suitable for Mongolian climatic conditions, which are characterized
by low precipitation, short summer and harsh winter. It has now been decided to develop this
Friendship Farm into a Model Agricultural Farm. Two Indian experts visited the farm in July 2004
in this regard. Indian experts would also be deputed to Mongolia to help Mongolian authorities
in evolving appropriate policy framework in the field of agriculture and dairy development. The
two countries are also cooperating in Yak research projects.

During the official visit of former Foreign Affairs Minister of Mongolia Ts. Munh-Orgil to
India in December 2005, an MOU on the Establishment of India-Mongolia Friendship Agropark
for Research and Demonstration was signed. Under this MOU, Government of India would
provide agricultural equipments, tractors and trucks. sprinkler irrigation system. etc. for use at
agropark

(xi) Solar Electrification: During the visit of Mongolian Prime Minister N. Enkhbayar
to India in January 2004, Government of India had agreed for solar electrification of a village
in Mongolia.Accordingly, Government of India had undertaken a pilot project for solar
electrification of Dadal Soum in Khentii Aimag and has been successfully completed and was
formally inaugurated in April, 2006.

(xii) Trade and Economic Ties: During the visit of PM Enkhbayar, the two PMs felt that
our two countries have not been able to translate their close political and spiritual ties to mutually
beneficial trade and economic exchanges. Therefore, it was decided to hold an exclusive India
Trade Exhibition in Mongolia. This exhibition was successfully held from in September, 2004
in Ulaanbaatar. Conferences in the areas of IT, biotechnology and pharmaceuticals were also
held coinciding with this exhibition to promote cooperation in these areas, This event generated
considerable interest among the business community in the two countries. It appears that the
bilateral trade, which had been hovering around $1 million for years, has recorded considerable
growth thereafter, India has also emerged as the one of the top destinations for education for
Mongolian students. In addition to the Government of India Scholarships several students go to
India to pursue their studies on self-financing basis.

(xiif) Defence: There has been good progress in the area of defence cooperation since
October 2003. Mongolian Defence Minister paid a visit to India in November 2003 and in
December 2005. Minister of State for Defence of India Shri M.M. Pallam Raju visited Mongolia
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in May 2006. India has agreed to provide training facilities to Mongolian defence personnel
in English language. peace kecping and military operations. Presently about 10-training slots
are available for Mongolian defence personnel every year. The two countries also held two
joint military exercises — the first one in Ulaanbaatar in October 2004, and the 2™ in India in
December 2005. India participated at the “Khan Quest’ multilateral military exercises held in
Ulaanbaatar in August, 2006 . Government of [ndia gifted parachutes to the Mongolian Armed
Forces. Cooperation in other defence related areas is also under consideration.

A Joint Working Group on Defence Cooperation was set up and the first meeting of the
India-Mongolia Joint Working Group on Defence Cooperation was held in Ulaanbaatar in March
2006.

Regular dialogue between the two National Sccurity Councils has also been initiated to
enable the two sides to exchange ideas on issues of bilateral and international concern,

(xiv) Spiritual And Cultural Ties: Given the ancient spiritual and cultural ties between
our two countries, the Government of India had allocated a plot of land for construction of a
Mongolian Monastery at Bodh Gaya. A foundation laying ceremony was held during the visit
of Prime minister N.Enkhbayar to India. Construction of the Mongolian Monastery in this
holiest place of Buddhism is to start very shortly. The Government of India created a Chair for
Mongolian studies at the Jawahar Lal Nehru University in Delhi. wheih has functioned till 2005
and has now stopped.

(xv) Emergency Assistance: From time to time, as a good friend, India has provided
food and medical supplies as emergency assistance to Mongolia during the time of crisis such
as juud and drought.

In view of the above, it is clear that our two countries have maintained close ties over the
last 50 years. These historic ties would acquire a new dynamism in the near future. which will
bring the two ancient civilizations even closer.
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
